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The University of Aberdeen is a member of the North East Scotland Climate Change Partnership (NESCCP). 

The NESCCP is made up of private and public sector member organisations working to address the local implications of climate change, and its effects on our economy, environment and quality of life.
The partnership was officially launched in May 2008 at the All-Energy Conference in Aberdeen. 

All the members signed the North East Scotland Climate Change Declaration. The remit of the partnership is to lead by example; to share and communicate good practice; and to monitor overall progress.

What are we doing?

To address the impact of climate change the Scottish Government have introduced the Climate Change (Scotland) Act 2009 which set targets for reducing greenhouse gas emissions in Scotland by 42% for 2020 and 80% for 2050. 

The partnership acknowledges these targets and aims to use the combined knowledge and expertise of organisations in the north-east of Scotland to:
· Raise awareness of climate change locally;
· Share and communicate good practice on carbon reduction measures and ways of adapting to climate change;
· Examine ways to reduce carbon emissions and their impact in the north-east;
· Help the north east respond proactively to predicted climate changes.
